
January 30th 
• When the Israelites sinned, God removed His glory from them. Moses 

commanded the people to repent so that the glory of the Lord could ap-
pear to them. Take a minute to examine your life. Is there any area that is 
keeping God’s glory from resting on you? Ask God to cleanse your heart 
so that His glory may appear to you. 

• Pray for a supernatural meeting tonight at church. Ask God to meet us in a 
new way. Pray that His glory will be poured out as never before. Begin to 
glorify God for what He is going to do this evening. 

• Thank God for Rev. Gord Whyte. Ask God to pour out His divine strength 
upon Him. Pray that he may be blessed and filled by the power of the Holy 
Spirit as he ministers this evening and tomorrow morning. 

• This is the year for you to increase in your impact upon everyone around 
you. Ask the Lord to raise you up as a light and a witness in your family, 
your community, at work and at school. 

• Today extend forgiveness to you enemies. Say, “I forgive everyone who 
has offended me and plotted evil against me. I release them in Jesus’ 
name.”

January 31st 
• God is not a man that He should lie. He has given us a promise of His 

glory this year, and He will bring it to pass as we seek Him. Praise Him for  
the magnificent things He will do this year. Thank Him for the victory we 
have over every plan of the devil. We are more than conquerors through 
the power of the cross!  

• This is a day of great rejoicing and praise! Give the Lord a shout of victory 
and thanksgiving. We have come to the end of 21 days of prayer and fast-
ing. God has seen us through and blessed us. We have met with Him and 
He has heard our prayers. 

• Pray for the services this morning at Agape House. Intercede for all who 
are coming to the church that they will receive a touch from God. Ask the 
Lord to bring permanent deliverance to all in need. Pray that no one would 
be a spectator, but that each person will encounter God personally.  

• Pray for everyone who has participated in fasting or prayer during these 
21 days. Ask God to bless them in abundance. If there is any one still fac-
ing difficulties, ask God to move on their behalf and bring them deliver-
ance.  

• Spend a few minutes resting in God’s presence. Ask for grace and 
strength to live each day in the light of His glory. Commit the rest of your 
year to the Lord, and pray for His glory to fill it. 
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January 25th 
• Pray today for a global extension of the glory of God. Ask that the knowl-

edge of His glory will cover the earth as the waters cover the sea. Pray 
that Christians everywhere will seek to live for God’s glory rather than 
their own that He may be exalted. 

• Give thanks and praise to God for this 21 days of prayer and fasting. We 
are in the final week now! Ask the Lord to strengthen all who participate. 
Pray that Jesus will guide us by the power of the Holy Spirit as we pray. 

• Pray for our church Agape House. This week we will be holding healing 
meetings. Ask the Lord to awaken an interest in the heart of every per-
son who hears about the meetings and sees the banners. Ask Him to 
begin drawing many people to come to these meetings that they might 
have a personal encounter with Him. 

• Lift up the women in our church. Ask God to bless them and give them 
wisdom and favor in all that they do. Pray that they may be shining lights 
in the workplace and in the home.  

• The Bible tells us that promotion comes not from the east or the west but 
from God alone. Humble yourself before the Lord that He may promote 
you in His time. Seek His will and submit your plans to Him. 

• Pray for God to direct you to someone who you can invite to the services 
at Agape House this week. Pray that God will lead every church member 
to invite a friend or family member to these healing meetings.

     January 26th 
• The glory of the Lord is our rear guard. When we are living in His glory, 

we are protected on every side. Do not worry about anything today. 
Commit yourself to God and trust in Him. 

• Truth brings freedom. Lift up our nation Ghana to the Lord, and ask for a 
spirit of truth to prevail in this country. Come against every spirit of lying 
and deceit in the name of Jesus. Ask God to bring truth in the busi-
nesses, in the homes, and in the government. Pray that as truth reigns, 
we will begin to experience freedom in every area of our lives. 

• Continue to pray for the Healing Gate meetings that begin tomorrow. 
Pray that God will prepare people’s hearts now. Ask for great faith to be 
awakened in the heart of every church member. Bind every spirit of 
doubt or fear that would keep someone from receiving their miracle. 

• There is nothing too hard for God. Ask Him today to meet all your needs 
according to His riches in glory through Christ Jesus. Praise Him by 
faith! The Lord is good to all. Tell the Lord, “I trust you, Jesus!” AMEN. 

• Intercede for someone you know who has a need. Seek God’s divine 
intervention in their life. Pray that the Lord will work a miracle in their 
situation.

January 27th 
• Glory belongs to the Lord. Give to Him the glory due to His name. Spend 

time glorifying God for who He is and what He has done. Ask Him to be 
glorified in your life and actions. 

• Pray for the church finances to increase. Ask God to pour out a spirit of 
generosity on the people at church and that our giving will increase. We 
are seeking the Lord to provide abundantly so that the programs of the 
church will go forward quickly. 

• Pray for the Healing Gate meeting which holds tonight. Ask God to bless 
and anoint Guest Minister Rev. Gord Whyte as he speaks. Pray that 
many people will come and be touched tonight. Rebuke the spirit of lazi-
ness and apathy that would keep people from coming to the meeting. 

• Pray for our nation Ghana. Pray for the children in our nation. Ask God 
to protect them and keep them safe from the evil influences of the world. 
Pray for their parents that they might have the wisdom and strength to 
train them in the way of the Lord. Ask God to place a desire in the hearts 
of children to know Him. Pray that they may be a godly generation. 

• God’s grace is sufficient for you. Meditate on this scripture. Thank God 
for His sufficiency throughout this day. 

January 28th 
• The glory of the latter shall be greater than the former. God is doing a 

new and a greater thing in our lives. Open your heart to receive what He 
is doing. Ask God to speak to you and give you a new revelation of what 
His glory means. 

• Enter into His gates with thanksgiving and into His courts with praise. 
Give thanks to God for 5 things He has done in your life so far this year. 

• Ask for a revival of the fear of the Lord in our church. Pray that each 
member will have a new realization of God’s holiness and righteous-
ness. Pray that our standards of conduct will be raised as we properly 
reverence the Lord. 

• Continue to pray for the Healing Gate meeting. Tonight is the second 
night. Pray that even more people will come than the previous night. Ask 
God to pour out His healing power upon His people as we gather. Com-
mit the program to the Holy Spirit and ask Him to take charge from be-
ginning to end. 

• Old habits and temptations are breaking off of your life. Shake them off 
today and ask God to drive them far from you. Command every spirit of 
greed, lust, anger, lying, and hatred to GO from you in Jesus’ name.

January 29th 
• Nations will come to the light of His glory as it shines in your life. Ask 

God to shine His glory on you today. Pray that our nation Ghana will turn 
to God through the witness of His people.  

• Thank God for what He has done in the last two nights of Healing meet-
ings. Pray for tonight’s meeting. Ask God to meet everyone who has a 
need. Pray that miracles will abound as God pours out His presence. 

• Intercede for our church members who need housing accommodations. 
Pray that God will provide a place for them to stay in a good location. 
Ask for the finances that they need to be provided for them. 

• Pray for the men in our church. Ask the Lord to bless their businesses 
and the work they do. Pray for those who need a better job, that God will 
miraculously open new doors for them. Pray for our men to be strong 
examples of Christ in their homes and communities.  

• Pray for wisdom and direction in your life, that you will know the path 
God has chosen for you to walk on.  

• Sing a song of love and adoration to the Lord. He is the one who pur-
chased you with His blood. He gave His own life so that you might live. 
Worship and praise Him right now.
