January 18th

God has promised that we will see miracles, signs, and wonders as a
result of His glory. Praise God for His promise of the supernatural. Pray
that as you draw near to God, you would begin to see miracles in your
daily life.

Pray for an explosion of faith in your life. God has given us all the power
we need in His promises, so reach out and believe His Word. Ask God
to increase your faith as never before as you claim His promises.

Pray for our church Agape House and the various Life Groups that will
begin meeting this week. Ask the Lord to bless every leader with wis-
dom. Pray that the meetings will bring glory to God and edification to the
lives of His people.
